• Team of engaged chain-caretakers: responsible account 

keepers 

• “Translate” National guideline into a integrated useful 

shared carepath 

• Share updates, knowledge, experiences, frustrations, tips 

and tricks but most of all care 

• Creates insight in each others  work-field/expertise 

• Enhances trust in each others capabilities 



Insights 

• It takes time so be patient 

• PDCA-cycle (chairman, secretary, address tasks and problems, 

feedback, continuity) 

• Create support: Connect to the taskforce vulnerable pregnant 

• Expose: Update fellow careworkers annually by presenting data 

and follow up via VSV 

• Connect: Website Kennisnet fit for sharing organisational 

knowledge and organizing local transmural documents 
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Challenges 

• We still miss the experience and input of the women 

• We still miss good data on the migrant care in the Netherland 

• We miss contacts in other (the many VSV) areas 

• We would like to enhance engagement and support
